There are three solutions to your model grid dilemma -

1) Get the newest and truest model grid shapefile from the ESPAM2 "current data," convert it to a feature class in a
personal geodatabase, install the GW toolbar from CD5 of the May Training, and apply it to the model grid. You
need to define the rows and columns and set it to one groundwater layer, with groundwater pumping from layer 1 (if
it asks that last question, | can't remember).

| have found it is faster to define the rows and columns by brute force, but apparently the GW toolbar puts in some
invisible hooks that the Recharge Tool depends upon, because | can make an attribute table that looks identical, but
it won't run.

2) Get a personal geodatabase from Allan that has a version of the model-grid feature class which has already had
the GW toolbar work its magic.

3) Open up the personal geodatabase "Spatial_Data.mdb" in "Practicum_One" on CD1 from the May training. The
advantage to this is it only has four cells so things that usually run in minutes will run in seconds, and things that
usually run in hours will run in minutes.
