
Water Supply Bank Calendar 
 
The Water Supply Bank operates year round however administrative processing is least active during summer months when IDWR human resources are reallocated to 
other priority activities for the Department.  Seasonal objectives dictate programmatic priorities—lease applications are most actively processed during fall months while 
rental applications are prioritized during winter and spring. 
 
The start/continuation of a process is marked by a green dot, a yellow triangle signifies a change in process priority and a red hexagon represents conclusion of a process. 
 
The thickness of a line represents the dedication of human resources to a process. Thick lines signify that significant staffing resources have been dedicated to a process 
while thin lines indicate limited staffing resources are dedicated to a process. A thin orange line indicates staffing resources are being reduced and reallocated while a red 
dotted line symbolizes that limited human resources are available to undertake a process.
