Applications that indicate the point of 

diversion is on land owned by tl1e.Federal Government should also be processed in the 

same manner and in addition, the District Office will advise the appropriate Federal 

Agency that we have received an application involvin~ access thrnuqh Federal land, 

All permits that propose to convey water across another's lund 11:ust contain 

the condition that ''The issuance of this permit in 110 way grants any right-of-way 

or easement across the land of another person."
